8This is how the birth of Jesus Christ came about. His mother Mary was engaged? to marry

Joseph, but before they married, she learned she was pregnant by the power of the Holy Spirit.
“Because Mary's husband, Joseph, was a good man, he did not want to disgrace her in public,
so he planned to divorce her secretly. *°While Joseph thought about these things, an angel of
the Lord came to him in a dream. The angel said, "Joseph, descendant of David, don't be afraid
to take Mary as your wife, because the baby in her is from the Holy Spirit. *She will give birth
to a son, and you will name him Jesus,” because he will save his people from their sins." 22All
this happened to bring about what the Lord had said through the prophet: **"The virgin will be
pregnant. She will have a son, and they will name him Immanuel,"® which means "God is
with us."

Sometimes we gloss over the upsetting things God does in our life to require us to live in faith. Here is a big one!
Joseph finds out that Mary is expecting a child and he knows he is not the father. He had options...he could have
called her out and accused her publicly of infidelity and had her stoned with him casting the first one.

He decided to quietly divorce her...that is until he had the dream. He was told that God was doing this thing and
he was called to cooperate with God. I'm sure Mary had told him of her encounter with the angel. Joseph is
asked to trust God even if he didn't understand fully how God was working. God calls us to do the same thing at
times.

The next thing he is told, is what he is to name the child...Jesus. This name is the Greek derivation of Joshua
which means “the Lord saves.” This must have had an effect on Joseph. Maybe God was saying “PAY
ATTENTION TO THE NAME”". It would be well for us if we would also do this. The names for this child that was
to be born were “the Lord saves” and “God with us.” For God'’s salvation and for God’s presence among us is the
reason we celebrate during this time of the year.

We do not always understand God'’s plans, but we can trust that nothing in creation can separate us from the love
of God in Christ our Lord who saves us and is with us.
