If they had 
been unwilling to drop their nets again they would almost certainly have been unwilling to leave everything and follow him.   
Christians are often desiring to do great things for God while being unwilling to do the small things.  What are the small things 
Christ is asking of you?  We need to sometimes take our eyes off of the great tasks on the horizon in order to see the small tasks at 
our feet so we can learn in the classroom of ñif you say soò.  Obedience in the ñsmall callsò of life count.
