Enemies were all around so his only recourse was to 

turn to God.  He recognized that his times were in Godôs hands.  What a freeing thought!  What grief we often 

bear because we refuse to recognize this truth.  How simple to trust in God and allow his grace to surround us 

wherever we happen to be in life.
